This quasi-experimental research using a pretest-posttest control design
for investicate the effect of a self-disclosure program on peer relationships and
collaborative working skills of third-grade student. The participants were 40
students from public elementary school, Bangkok Thailand, which devided into an
experimental group and  control group; each group included 20
students. Treatment of this experiment was through a self-disclosure program
based on a cognitive-social learning model of social-skill training. The experimental
group was participated in 10 sessions that contained 50 minutes long per session
for 2 weeks. The data were collected by the peer relationships questionnaire and
the collaborative working skills questionnaire to compare peer relationships and
collaborative working skills in the Third-grade student between the experimental
group and the control group before, after the experiment and also follow up
periods. After MANOVA and repeated MANOVA analysis, the experimental results
showed 1) The experimental group after participated in a self-disclosure program
at post and follow up period, had higher levels of peer relationships and
collaborative working skills than control group with a statistical significance of .05.
2) The level of peer relationships and collaborative working skills in experimental
group, at post and follow up period are higher than pretest with a statistical

sienificance of .05.
