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Learing the professional role requires the student to final concepts that appear relevant
to his professional tasks and to explore their validity in explaining the phenomena
he confronts and in furnishing a basis for a more effective attacks on his professional
problems. These are the kinds of learning activities that teacher can develop as
part of curriculum for the education of the professional worker.
