Incidence of carcinoma of the cervixz in 20,000 pregnant women
was found to be 0.02%, of which 0.005% was invasive and 0.015%
was noninvasive. Backgrounds of these pregnant women attending
Chulalongkorn Hospital during the study period were believed
to be a major contributing factor to this low incidence. Eighty
five per cent of the patients studied were under the age of 30
years. Seventy percent had only 2 children and almost all had
been married once or had had only one sexual partner.

Results of the Papanicolaou smears revealed that 107% were
complicated by Trichomonas vaginitis. A further 2% were found
to be atypical but reverted to normal after treatment of vaginal
infections. This indicates that infections were the causes of some
of these abnormal smears, the potential early signs of malignancy,
and should be treated vigorously.
