The delta virus, a defective RNA virus which is dependent on a helper, hepatitis B virus,

Jor its replication has been recognized as a cause of acute and chronic liver disease in carriers of
the hepatitis B surface antigen. We studied the prevalence of delta virus infection among Thai people
with acute and chronic hepatitis B virus infection. There were 66 cases of healthy hepatitis B carriers,

36 cases of biopsy-proved chronic hepatitis, 39 cases of acute hepatitis B, 9 cases of acute hepatitis
A in hepatitis B carriers and 30 cases of intravenous drug addicted hepatitis B carriers. The delta
antibody was detected by ELISA test. A high prevalence of marker for delta antibody was found in
the intravenous drug addict group (60%) but none in the other groups of hepatitis B virus infection.

In Thailand, as in other non-endemic regions, delta virus infection appeared to occur mainly among
the intravenous drug abusers.
