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The Study of Current and Desired Conditions of the Secondary School Management to Support

the Enhancement of Students’ Characteristics for Societal Well-Being
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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the current and desired conditions of secondary school
management to support the enhancement of students' characteristics for societal well-being. The
participants were 684 school directors or administrative board members, and teachers from 342 secondary
schools under the Office of Basic Education Commission. The research instrument was a questionnaire.
Descriptive statistics consisting of frequency, percentage, average, and standard deviation, and Modified
Priority Needs Index (PNl qiieq) Were used to analyze the data. The research findings showed that the scores
for current conditions of the secondary school management to support the enhancement of students'
characteristics for societal well-being was at a high level (M = 3.77) and the scores for desired conditions
were at the highest level (M = 4.58). In addition, general management was identified as the most priority
need (PNl ogifieq = 0.2391), and academic management was indicated as the second priority need (PNl ogifieq

= 0.2316).
