However,
during the last three decades western medical researches have discovered that some eastern
practices such as yoga and meditation are able to regulate physical functions that were once
considered beyond the reach of consciousness control, such as electrical activity of the brain,
body temperature, heart rate, and blood pressure. This discovery provides them new ways to

forestall and heal diseases that had long been considered inevitable consequence of aging:
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the “mind-body interventions or mind-body medicine”. This article covers topics related to the
