The basis of Christian theology is to elucidate suffering in human experience
as sin’s effect and teaches that Jesus takes on human beings’ suffering in order to
redeem and help them to reconcile with God. Furthermore, its tradition gives
precedence to “soul” overlooking “body”. As a result, Christian theology has been
criticized that it is unable to truly and adequately account for suffering in human

experience such as anxiety, fear, and pain.

Emmanuel Falque argues that suffering is not sin’s effect, but ontological

reality of human being as a corruptible thing. Suffering is finitude in human flesh.

This thesis analyzes Falque’s position which reads and interprets anxiety,
fear, and pain in Jesus’ experience of suffering in Gethsemane through
phenomenological approach. In addition, it offers justification in defense of Falque’s
analysis by expounding that suffering as finitude in human flesh is a new perspective
in monotheism that explains the relationship between suffering and flesh without
sin and does not reject any genuineness of suffering in both Jesus’ and human

beings’ experience.
