The objectives of this research were: 1). To study differentiated instructional
supervision of IB international schools at the Diploma Programme level in Thailand; 2). To study
the compliance to the curriculum standards of IB international schools at the Diploma
Programme level in Thailand, and; 3). To analyze the models of differentiated instructional
supervision that affect the success of IB international schools at the Diploma Programme level
in Thailand. It is quantitative research for which the population was composed of 23 IB
international schools offering Diploma Programmes across Thailand. The informants were 418
Diploma Programme teachers in IB international schools in Thailand. The research tools were
questionnaires in form of rating scales. Data were analyzed by means of enter multiple regression
analysis to study the coefficient of determination (R?) and the multiple regression coefficients
(B) of each predictor variable.

The results showed that the most applied model of instructional supervision was Self-
directed development. The curriculum standards equally practiced were teaching and learning
and assessment. The results of the casual relationship analysis between the differentiated
instructional supervision model and the compliance to the curriculum standards of IB
international schools at the Diploma Programme level in Thailand revealed that Self-directed
development was the most important predictor variable (B = .338, P = < .001), followed by
Administrative monitoring (B = .126, P = .024)

A meeting is held to specify the purposes of the
supervision, identify problems requiring urgent
solutions, share opinions about students and the
subjects taught, cooperatively set guidelines for
teaching supervision operations, such as determining
the number of times to observe the teaching, setting
supervision schedule, report preparation, or

expectations of supervision.

A meeting attendance is required before teaching
supervision to jointly discuss the teacher’s lesson
plans and teaching methods, class styles, student
learning behavior, and issues relating to teaching and
learning, such as learning objectives, duration, teaching
methods, and assessment. The date and time for the

supervision are moreover to be set in the meeting.

The supervisor observes the teaching without a
specific focus for the overall ambiance and conditions
of the classroom, teaching objectives, lesson plans,
and student participation, using an observation form

to record data.

The supervisor observes the teaching with a specific
focus, by focusing on specific problems observed from
the data analysis in step 3 and observing the teacher’s

problem-solving skills according to the plan.

The supervisor analyzes data from the teaching
observations without a specific focus, by analyzing

guidelines for teaching management in general and

behaviors affecting student learning. Then, the
supervisor analyzes data from the teaching
observations with a specific focus, by analyzing
important issues or problems for the teacher in their
teaching management, such as their media selection,
their skill of explaining the connection of concepts,
etc. to plan a meeting for the teacher to provide their

feedback.

A meeting is held for the teacher to provide their
feedback by using a thinking process to solve
problems and allowing the teacher to reflect on their
feelings, talk about what happened in the classroom,
analyze the root cause of the problems, and

participate in planning for solutions to the problems

and useful guidelines for future teaching management.

A meeting is held to evaluate the performance during
teaching supervision, identify the problems or
improvement areas for teaching supervision
operations, such as the feeling about the supervision
and the supervision process, communication
problems, skills to be improved, and teaching

management guidelines planned.
